$23,500,000 for the period ending June 30, 1966.”

Skc. 2. Subsections (b) and (¢) of section 44 of the Alaska Omnibus
Act are amended by striking “June 30, 1964 wherever it appears
therein and inserting in lieu thereof “June 30, 1966” and subsection
(a) of section 45 of that Act is amended by striking “July 1, 1964”
and inserting in lieu thereof “July 1, 1966”.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
United States of America in Congress assembled, That the second
sentence of section 126 of title 28, %ni‘ted States Code, is amended to
read as follows:

“Court shall be held at Brattleboro, Burlington, Montpelier,
Rutland, Saint Johnsbury, and Windsor.”
