Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the 
United /States of America in Congress assembled, That chapter 3 of 
title 44, L^nited States Code, is amended by adding at the end thereof 
the following new section: 

"§ 317. Special policemen 
"The Public Printer or his delegate may designate employees of the 

Government Printing Ofl&ce to serve as special policemen to protect 
l>ersons and property in premises and adjacent areas occupied by or 
under the control of the Grovernment Printing Office. Under regulations 
to be presci'ibed by the Public Printer, employees designated as special 
l^olicemen are authorized to bear and use arms in the performance of 
their duties; make arrest for violations of laws of the United States, 
the several States, and the District of Columbia; and enforce the regu­
lations of the Public Printer, including the removal from Government 
Printing Office premises of individuals w ĥo violate such regulations. 
The jurisdiction of special policemen in premises occupied by or under 
the control of the Government Printing Office and adjacent areas shall 
be concurrent Avith the jurisdiction of the respective law enforcement 
agencies wfhere the premises are located."
