To amend the Small Business Act and the Small Business Investment Act of 1958,

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
United States of America in Congress assembled,

BUSINESS LOAN AND INVESTMENT FUND

Section 1. Section 4(c) (4) of the Small Business Act is amended
by striking out “$6,000,000,000" and by inserting in lieu thereof
“%7.400,000._000”.

ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITY LOANS

Sec. 2. Section 4(c) (4) of the Small Business Act is amended
by striking out “$450,000,000" and by inserting in lieu thereof
“$595,000,000”.

SMALL BUSINESS INVESTMENT COMPANIES

Sec. 3. Section 4(c) (4) of the Small Business Act is amended by
striking out “$725,000,000” and by inserting in lien thereof
“$887.,500,0007.

SURETY BOND GUARANTEES
Sec. 4. Section 412 of the Small Business Investment Act of 1958

is amended by striking out “$56,500,000” and by inserting in lieu
thereof “$110,000,000”. alrirs B
